Chapter 2. Pan-Islam and Islamic Expansionism

Allah created humans. Mankind is one nation. Those who have gone astray divided mankind into different
nations.

With this strength of plain Pan-Islamic philosophy, the Faithfuls have been expanding Islam since the time
their Prophet summoned them to the call of Allah in circa 610 CE. The spread of Islam is dramatic and dynamic.
Rather than giving the past history I present a summary of the Islamic expansion in the map below. We shall better
focus on the events of recent past and recent days.
